State Council Meeting July27th 2011
MAD Magazine

Games Proposal
Letter was sent out from PCAV to all club secretaries. Please respond to this and send your response directly to PCAV. The outcome will be discussed at the next State Council meeting in July.

AON 24/7 Coverage 
Deferred until next year due to tight timeline for: a) payment of extra insurance amount and b) clarification of information that was required

Working With Children Check
Alphastream Lawyers have provided a reference point for clubs – available for clubs to read.

PCAV emailed a point of clarification from the Department of Justice. This was sent to all club secretaries and refers to the definition of a close relative and the implications for needing a WWCC. For a close relative to be exempt from a WWCC, they must be a close relative of all those involved in the activity at pony club.

It is safer to get a WWCC for all volunteers at PC!

The Department of Justice will contact individuals prior to the expiry of their WWCC. A WWCC is valid for a 5 year period.

Games Format
Games proposal was voted on and the outcome was that the games format to remain the same. It was felt that the introduction of composite teams should be investigated and that this will be referred to the Rules Committee.

Feedback Regarding State Horse trials @ Heytesbury 
Technical delegate has issued three recommendations of which the first two will be adopted for future State Championships, namely:

1. That riders be required to wear identification numbers form the time of their first arrival at the competition venue. Wearing of numbers at all times for ID purposes would ensure that appropriate rules and any safety issues can be more easily enforced.

2. That a riders briefing be called half an hour after the last horse ahs completed dressage. This would ensure that riders could be advised of the latest weather forecast and any changes to the course etc as required. It also allows riders and coaches to raise any concerns regarding the course.

State Dressage and S/J 2012
NEZ is hosting the State Dressage and SJ on 25th and 26th. SJ will be held over two days. One round S?J on Saturday afternoon. This will allow for dressage and S/J to finish at approximately same time on Sunday

The role of the Club Representatives:

The role of the club representative is to assist Kerry Spencer  with the task of getting clubs to send in their results within 7 days of their events. This may require follow up emails or calls to clubs in order to achieve this.

Items discussed:

If clubs do not send in the required information then that event cannot be considered for the Series and the results not posted to the “leader board”.

Kerry will update the leader board on the zone website as results become available.

This will mean that riders competing in these events will not get points for that event.  The WGZ Executive will not be responsible for clubs who do not submit their results, as it is a condition of being part of the Series to do so.  Any complaints should be directed to the club running the event.

It is hoped that presentations will be made at the last event of the series, taking into consideration that if the last event is cancelled the presentations will be rescheduled for a later date somewhere.

Levy:

The $2 levy money will form the budget for trophies in whatever form is decided by the sub-committee in consultation with the zone treasurer. The amount used to fund the trophies will depend on the amount of levy money and the reasonable cost of trophies. Any unused funds will be redirected to another worthwhile expense for the zones riders. 
The Zone Levy amount from Jan 2011 to end of financial year was $1,686.  This was the amount received and banked not necessarily the amount corresponding to the events held during that period of time.  Some Clubs can take 6 months or more to finally send the payments through to Zone
Selections:
Team selections are made in mid December by the selection panel.  Any results not received by end of November will not be considered unless by special arrangement with the WGZ Executive.

Zone Event:
It was suggested that the zone could run the last event of the year as part of the series and therefore the presentations. This could be possible if a suitable venue was available and was affordable as they would have to fund the venue, equipment and all costs. We would have to weigh this up against the entry fee to see if it was viable and a reasonable cost to riders.
